The famous Czardas has been performed on accordion, solo, by many 
artists. But as it is a piece for violin solo and orchestra it is also very 
suitable as an orchestra piece. The arrangement is for accordion 
orchestra, with timpani for percussion (but it can also be played without 
percussion). There are just the standard 4 voices plus bass but diviso 
suggests it is easier to do with a larger group (although the solo obviously 
never becomes easy).
